Local Rules

Out of Bounds

The Out of Bounds are defined by white posts or lines and/or by the following:
(the objects themselves are out of bounds):
- White painted fence posts
- Course BLUE:
path/road left along holes 1, 2,3 & 6
- Course RED:
- Path to the right along the holes 1, 2,6 & 7
- Parking behind Green 2
- Pavement behind Green 3

- The area between the holes 1 & 2 is out of bounds. If a ball goes beyond this area, even
though the ball lies on another part of the course, it is still out of bounds.

Protection of young trees

Trees with support posts are no play zones. The player must take relief according to R16.1(f)

Ground under repair (G.U.R.)
- Ground under repair ("G.U.R.") is marked with blue posts and/or blue or white lines.
- If ground under repair borders directly on an immovable obstacle, both are considered as

G.U.R,, relief is given according to R16.1.

Notes

Forbidden to enter
Course RED: It’s not allowed to enter the agricultural land along the holes 4,5,6 & 7.

Distance markers to middle green
white 200m  yellow 150m  blue 100m red 75m

White back third
Blue middle third
